Who Is Family? 
 

 One of the more confronting incidents that         
appears in all four Gospels is the one where Jesus' 
mother and brothers arrive while he is busy with the 
crowds, and demand to see him. Confident in their 
sense of belonging and the rights this brings, they are 
taken by surprise when Jesus does not immediately 
respond to them. (Matt 12:46-50) 
 Instead he uses the incident as an opportunity to 
pose some disturbing questions "Who is my mother?" 
and "Who are my brothers?" And the answer he is 
looking for is that everyone who seeks to live in tune 
with God's way is family. 
 For some people the experience of family is   
deeply satisfying and conveys identity, meaning and 
purpose to life. Family is top priority. For others the 
lack of close or harmonious family relationships feels 
like walking home on a winter's night and being on the 
outside of houses full of light, warmth and love. 
 Churches often use the word "family" to describe 
who they are, or to indicate the nature of their worship.
