toys, stuffed animals, school supplies, soap, wash clothes, toothbrush, combs,
hair bows and brushes, t-shirts, socks, hats, gloves, outfits, sunglasses, jewelry,
watches, flashlights (w/ extra batteries), and handmade crafts just to name a few.
I hope you will fill a box or maybe 10 boxes with love and good stuff for a child
to experience Jesus’ love in a Christmas box.

Finally, I am off to prison at the end of the month to participate in AOCI

Kairos #2 here at the Lima Prison. If you have any questions about Kairos and
what we do just track me down and ask. Thanks to everyone who is making
cookies and praying for me, the team and the inmates. And thanks to all of you
for letting me go do crazy stuff for God in the name of the church. I will be
asking for a few more things over the next few weeks including coloring place
mats and making a poster or two. God willing, hearts will be changed and lives
will be saved through your efforts. See you around church and in the mission
