Meet Mary LaRue, member of St. Paul’s since
March 28, 1948. Mary was born in Jackson Twp.,
Allen Co., on December 3, 1919. She was one of 4
children: 2 sisters and her brother, Basil Hall. They
lived on a farm in Jackson Twp. near Lafayette. She
was raised in a very strict home by her mother and
father.  Mary attended two one-room country
schools, Halltown and Fieldstown, before attending
Lafayette School. She graduated from Lafayette-
Jackson High School in 1937. She was one of 28
students and she was the salutatorian. When she
was 17 years old she was hired to work in a 5 and
10 cent store, but was fired after only one day
because she was not yet 18!

She met her future husband, Weldon LaRue, when they both attended a family
reunion at the same park. Weldon was 4 years older than Mary and they married on June
19, 1938. They moved to an apartment on Catalpa Ave. in Lima and paid $15 a month in
rent. Weldon got a job at a hamburger shop and was paid $15 per week. After he left the
hamburger shop, Weldon began working for the state highway department. He and Mary
had 1 son, Ron, and 3 daughters, Myrna, Carol, and Elaine.

They started their own greenhouse in Elida, known as LaRue’s Flowers and
Greenhouse. They first sold only vegetables and then added flowers. Myrna and Elaine
worked with the flowers and Carol took care of the books along with their niece, Lois
Cook. Mary and the girls eventually did the flowers for many weddings, often busy with
the weddings on the weekends. They had LaRue’s Flowers and Greenhouse for 55 years.

Mary said just getting away from their business whenever they could was a vacation
for them. They traveled to Florida and did a lot of camping in Tennessee, Kentucky and
New York state. Weldon passed away in 2007, 10 days before their 69th wedding
anniversary. Mary now lives at Elmcroft of Lima, but you can find her in the last pew on
the left almost every Sunday.

When it comes to family heritage,
grandparents are worth their weight in gold.
They serve as storehouses of history and
wisdom, helping children see how they fit
into a family’s legacy. Christian grandparents
also provide a faith heritage that passes from
generation to generation.

The apostle Paul acknowledged this
important role of family elders when he
wrote to young Timothy: “I am reminded of
your sincere faith, a faith that lived first in
your grandmother Lois and your mother
Eunice and now, I am sure, lives in
you” (2 Timothy 1:5, NRSV).

As a follower of Jesus, you'll share his
love and gospel with everyone. Kindness
and humility are vital as you speak about
your hope in him. To battle evil, you'll
receive a complete set of armor. Use it to
defend against attacks by a prowling lion
or the temptation to place self above
others.
